program with HomeFront and is available
to families participating in the Housing

Choice Voucher program.

five (5) year time frame. The ultimate goal

The Escrow Account

 
As the FSS family begins to increase
their EARNED income, the Housing

Assistance Payment (HAP) paid on their
behalf decreases. A portion (if not all) of

the difference is put into an escrow
account.

 

 When the FSS family achieves the goals
they set in the contract, on or beforfe
he five years, the money in escrow is
given to the family. The money is free
and clear. It can be used for whatever
the family chooses. The opportunities

are endless! You can use this as a
downpayment to purchase a home

using the HCV Homeownership
